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Synopsis

This is also the story of CHRISTIE and RAHUL.

Christie, who comes from London to work with the Tsunami affected and Rahul, her Indian colleague go and work in the state of Tamil Nadu and discover harsh truths of their own. Promises made by governments and politicians amount to nothing. Those affected by the Tsunami scurry for food packets while those in charge distributing them, the NGO’s and the local administration, take off with the money meant to buy those food packets.

They discover how orphaned children are siphoned off to various parts of the world to work as child prostitutes.

In New Delhi Vijay and Sadhana are beginning to feel the absence of their only son. Soon they begin to realize the shallowness of their lives. They realize that the only way left and the only way that is right for them is to go to the police. 

This is a major turning point in their lives. Soon they begin to reclaim values they had lost. Soon they begin to realize the love they had for each other. Adversity brings people together. The disappearance of Aniket brings Vijay and Sadhana close to each other. Soon they are in love with each other all over again. 

Aniket is eventually found by the police and brought back home.

Christie and Rahul fight all the way up to the Prime Minister’s office but are disappointed in the end. They try to cleanse a corrupt system but are defeated in the end.

This film highlights three major social issues.
